Most dogs love new experi-
ences and taking them to Su-
per Dog Sports Center is a 
great way to show them you 
love them.

 It is important to bring lots of 
delicious training treats as  the 
commands are taught at first 
using the luring process.  Most 
dogs will follow a piece of 
food and you begin placing 
them in positions as they fol-
low the treat.   This is the be-
ginning of conditioning your 
dog to do what you ask!  
 
 Dogs learn from repetition, so 
it is very important to do your 
homework each week and 
you will be very happy with all 
your dog can learn.  
 
 If you are having any behav-
ioral issues, such as excessive 
barking, jumping up on peo-
ple, nipping or destructive 
chewing, this class addresses 
those issues, and gives you 
training options to help.  
 
 Marilyn Gormley is the Direc-

SuperDog Sports Center.  She has 
over 30  years of experience 
working with beginning to ad-
vanced students.   
 
 She will give each person and 
dog individualized instruction 
during the group class, so you 
will have plenty of opportunity to 
get help with your dog.
